APRIL 2010 MINUTES

     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on April 1, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting was opened by the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Bud Taylor.  Roll call consisted of Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins and Commissioner Brad Miller. 

I:   Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the previous meeting minutes, as distributed.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes and Commissioner Miller yes.

II:  REPORTS FROM THE BOARD:

1. Mayor Talley commented on what Mr. Beckler had done for the City by swapping buildings with the city, it was such a great justice from Mr. Beckler.
2. Mayor Talley was very thankful for the city workers for getting everything moved.

3. Everything is in order for the sidewalk project; bids should be let next week.

4. The water and sewer lines have been installed at the park, just waiting on hookups, need to get with the water utility board to check on fees.

5. Mayor attended the Governors conference in Nashville; Commissioner Nicely with TDOT announced the road opening date to April 16th.

6. Mayor stated that the Strategic Planning Meeting went well on the 13th in Benton, good attendance by elected officials.  Discussed plans for the future.

7. Mayor attended the TML conference in Nashville with Senators and Representatives to discuss Corridor K project.  The House passed, now it was up to the People in Washington.
8. The arts teacher is ready to start the mural on highway 68 as soon as the wall is cleaned, probably be next month.

9. The development district stated that the Youth program will be started up again this year.
10. Commissioner Miller is to attend the Scholarship Committee meeting to help choose students for the city scholarship.

11. Commissioner Collins reported that the Miners week activities are complete.   There has been a request sent to the Tennessee Overhill to help with the expense of the bands.
12. Commissioner Collins reported a couple of problems at the park, tennis net drooping and the guttering was bent.  He said he would take care of the net, just needed tightening.  The city needs to have cameras installed.
III: OLD BUSINESS:

1. There was a continued discussion on the TCI company tax abatements.   Mayor Talley made a motion to adopt the resolution stating that the company was responsible for paying the 100% of the city taxes.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes and Commissioner Miller yes.  (Resolution #118 Attached)

2. Mayor Talley made a motion to approve the 2nd reading of the Flood Plan Ordinance, being number 66 on the city records.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes and Commissioner Miller yes.

IV: NEW BUSINESS:

1. Mr. Jim Crawford representing the hospital, attended the meeting to present a resolution from the Tennessee Hospital Association proposing a coverage fee for the hospital to help restore a portion of the TennCare cuts to hospitals.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution, being #119 on city records, for the coverage fees to the hospital.   Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes and Commissioner Miller yes.
2. Dana Teasley with the Economic Development Committee was present to discuss the Strategic Plan and funding to cover expenses.  She said they need to have three workshops, one being an educational workshop, a demographics and a planning session.  Mayor Talley made a motion to pursue funding through the Rural Development and Southeast Development District.  Commissioner Miller made the second.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes and Commissioner Miller yes.
3. Mayor Talley discussed installing speed humps Main Street in the buzzard roost section.  He stated he was getting a lot of complaints about the speeding.  Bud Taylor ask if the County would patrol a little more, since they are speeding through the traffic light, also.  Commissioners agreed something needed to be done and the Mayor would get more information on speed humps or speed strips.
