JULY 2010 MINUTES

     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on July 1, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting was opened by the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Bud Taylor.  Roll call consisted of Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins, and Commissioner Brad Miller.

I:   Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the minutes as distributed.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

II:  REPORTS FROM THE BOARD:

1. Park restrooms and pavilion has been completed, signs will be needed.  Park hours are from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.

2. Heritage Mural on Highway 68 completed, Mayor expressed his thanks and appreciation to the students and the art teacher, Angie Cook, and the city workers for getting the wall ready.

3. Mayor attended the TML conference in Gatlinburg on June 12th, went well, and discussed the issues on the Business tax collected by the state.
4. Mayor attended the meeting on June 8th in Franklin to discuss the Renewal Energy project.

5. Mayor talked with Steve Moore with TVA about the Industrial Park study, should be completed in a couple of months.

6. The city has three workers from the Youth Program, will be helping the city workers until the third week of July.

7. The pre-construction meeting for the sidewalk project was on July 13th at 2:00 p.m., construction to begin on August 3rd.

8. Commissioner Miller stated he would like to get some of the new signs up while the extra workers are here.
9. Commissioner Collins stated that everything was on go for the July Activities, purchased the bikes for the shiners’ to give away, need to pick up the jumpies, several expected for the Miners and Company workers Reunion. 
III: OLD BUSINESS:

     1.  Mayor Talley made a motion to adopt the 2010 tax rate ordinance changing the tax ate from forty cents per one-hundred dollar value to fifty cents per one-hundred dollar value.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

2.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to adopt the final reading of the 2010-2011 budgets.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor James Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes. 
IV:  NEW BUSINESS:

1. Mayor Talley made a motion to accept the audit contract from Emert, Mitchell and Hill, CPAs, for $7,450.00 to for the 2009-2010 audit.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion [passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

2. Mayor Talley made a motion to re-appoint the following members to the Ducktown Housing Authority Board;  Mardee Kauffman, term will end in January 2013, Edsel Deal, term will end in January 2014, Regina Talley, term will end in January 2015.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

3. There was a discussion on renting the city room and park pavilion, Commissioners agreed to get more information since money is involved.  Mayor stated he would talk with the lawyer or consultant at MTAS to see what the proper procedures are.
4.  There was three bid estimates received for the rehab project on the old hospital building the city acquired, the rehab funds would come from the Ducktown Revolving Fund at the Southeast Development District.  Gary Taylor’s estimates were for new roof and wall- $35,952.00, to repair old roof-$33,961.60, Jeremy Tipton-new $60,906.00, repair old-$66,906.00, Larry Cross new-$37,450.00, repair old $34,243.00.  No decision was made at this time.  Mayor Talley made a motion to table the decision on the bid estimates until the August meeting.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
5. Mary Lou Davis with the Housing Board asks if the Ducktown Revolving Fund could be used to help with the roofing cost at the housing project.  Mayor Talley said he would check into it.  The money in the revolving fund is to be used for job creation and new businesses in the city.
