JUNE 2010 MINUTES

     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on June 3, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting was opened by the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Bud Taylor.  Roll call indicated Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins and Commissioner Brad Miller were present.

I:   Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the previous meeting minutes as distributed.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion approved.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

II:  REPORTS FROM THE BOARD:

1. The rehab loan from the Ducktown Revolving Fund had to be paid off; the funds could not be used to rehab the other city building on Main Street.  Mayor said the city would have to get estimates on the repairs needed, and then apply for a new loan.
2. The picnic tables for the pavilion will be shipped the ninth, but still have problems with the restrooms, a pressure washer has been purchased to clean the benches and other tables.

3. Mayor attended a meeting with other officials in Nashville, got a lot of good information.

4. The Art Project is near completion, will try to get a picture for the paper of Miss Cook and the art students that helped with the project.

5. The kids that will be working with the Youth Workers Program will start on June 15th and will be from 18 to 24 years of age.
6. The wiring at the stage is complete and the ditch needs to be coal patched.

7. The sidewalk project bid opening has been post-pone from the 27th of May to June 10th at 6:00 p.m.

8. The city will receive a Trail grant for $65,000.00 with a matching fund of 16,500.00 for a trail up behind the courthouse on city property.

9. The Energy Grant was approved for Solar Energy project, Mayor Talley said he would talk to Frank Russell at Glenn Springs to see if it can be installed on the roof of that building.
10. Commissioner Collins said everything is on go for the July events, it will include a Copper Company workers reunion this year to be held at the hoist house from 1:00 p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  E.T.C. will sponsor a Miner’s Only Reunion and make pictures and get information to air on their television program.
11. Commissioner Collins said two golf carts will be rented to help with the elderly and disabled during the fourth, so they want have so far to walk to the events.

12. Glenn Springs will be having their tours on June 29th, 30th and July 1st for those interested.

III: OLD BUSINESS:
1. Mayor Talley made a motion to approve the second reading of the tax ordinance raising the 2010 city tax to $.50 per one-hundred dollar value.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
2. Mayor Talley made a motion to approve the second reading of the 2010-2011 proposed budget.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

IV: NEW BUSINESS: 

     1.   There was a discussion on the sidewalk project, the engineer has run in to some more problems with the project and needs to make some changes.  Commissioners agreed to table this discussion and bid opening until June 10th at 6:00 p.m. 

2.   There was a discussion on doing amendments to the 2002-10 budgets.   The rehab loan will have to be paid off since it can’t be used to rehab the other city building on Main Street.  Mayor Talley made a motion to transfer $35,795.21 from the rehab fund ($50,000.00) to the Ducktown revolving Fund, loan payment fund for the pay off and delete the balance of the rehab fund.   Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

3.   Mayor Talley made a motion to renew the contract with the Polk county sheriff department for another year for $16,000.00.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

4.   Commissioner Collins made a motion to renew the contract with East Polk Fire and Rescue for another four years for $6,000.00 per year.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

5.   Commissioner Miller made a motion to appoint Regina Talley to the Ducktown Housing Authority Board for a three year term.  Mayor Talley seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
6.   Due to the economy, lower sales taxes, and rising cost of health insurance and everyday expenses, around $250,000.00 will have to be withdrawn from the city’s certificate of deposit at Appalachian Community Bank and deposited into the General Fund.  Mayor Talley made a motion to withdraw the money and deposit into the city’s General Fund.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
