MINUTES APRIL 2008

     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on April 3, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting was opened with the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Keith Dilbeck.  Roll call consisted of Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins and Commissioner Brad Miller.

I:   The previous minutes were distributed to the Board, with two typo corrections made,  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

II:   Reports from the Board:

1. The grant from USDA Rural Development will be $40,000.00 instead of the$50,000.00 for the Street Lighting Project.  The city will pay a matching fund of $30,000.00 to complete the project.  Rural Development will have to approve the engineering design from Kleenco Company before construction can begin.
2. BMX Park is up and running, there was a ribbon cutting on March 22nd with 48 racers and around 300 visitors. 

3. The State Finance Department approved the purchase of the Bradford building, closing will be at 1:00 on April 9th.

4. The cell tower lease agreement, with changes made by Attorney Laura Crawford, has been sent to the Company, but no information on the site approval at this time.

5. Mike Tallent sent building code rates, State Planner is to bring code rates to present to the Planning Commission before a decision is made.
6. The approved money (10,000.00 annually) for the new Library will not be needed at this time, due to the County voting no on their part. 

7. Scott Satterfield with S&S Electrical Company recommended to change out the switch box in the City Hall office, the service line is satisfactory.  The cost will be around $624.00.  After completion, the clerk will send a letter to the insurance company confirming the completion.

8. Commissioner Miller commented on the BMX ribbon cutting, saying there was a good turn out, both the racers and visitors and hopes it continues and should benefit the city and county.

9. Commissioner Collins said the Miners week celebration is finalized with Gospel music on Friday July 4th and the other music and activities on the 5th.   There will be an open time from 3:00 p.m. to 7:00 pm. unless a car cruise-in or show could be planned.

10. The Car shows may be changed to the second Saturdays on each month and possibly get a insurance waiver to have the show at the Peoples Bank parking lot,

      this will be discussed further.   The clerk was ask to check with the TML insurance                           about event coverage.

11. Mayor said the meeting in Nashville with the State people about Industrial and Economic development and the conference in Cookeville with the Rural Development both were educational and beneficial. 

Old Business:

1. Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the 2nd reading of Amendment to Ordinance #60, Title 16-16207, increasing the liability insurance rates for excavations.  Mayor Talley seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes Commissioner Miller yes.
New Business:

1. Mayor Talley presented a letter from Mary Jo Dickey requesting a $100.00 donation for the Brett Dickey Scholarship Fund which gives scholarships to Polk, Fannin and Gilmer Counties and made a motion to make the donation.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
2. Darlene Byrd sent her letter of resignation from the Housing Board, Mayor Talley suggested that the Housing Board send recommendations before anyone is appointed to serve out Darlene Byrd’s time.  Commissioners agreed.
