JUNE 2008 MINUTES

    The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on June 5, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.   The meeting was opened with the pledge to the Flag and Invocation led by Commissioner Collins.  Roll call indicated that Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins and Commissioner Brad Miller were present.

I:   Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes as distributed.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

II:   REPORTS FROM THE BOARD:

1. Mayor reported that concerning the Rural Development Grant Project, the engineer needed to get more information in, need to get bid package together and advertise. 

2. Cell Tower documents have been sent to the company, everything is on go, should start construction soon.

3. There were some problems with the order for park tables and benches, need to get in final information.

4. Commissioner Collins reported that the ETC interview went well, advertises the Miners Homecoming, noted that the events will be same as last year.
5. Four bands are in line for the October 4th Fest.

6. Jared Payne received the scholarship fund donated to the Copper Basin Scholarship Fund by the City.

7. Documents are needed from TML and the Sheriffs department for the fireworks show, to be given by Keith Roberson.

8. Bid opening for the Isabella/Kimsey Dairy Road waterline project will be on June 24th, 2:00 p.m. at City Hall.

OLD BUSINESS:

     1.   Commissioner Miller made a motion to accept the second reading of the 2008-2009 proposed budget.  Mayor Talley seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

     2.   Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the final reading of the Building Codes and Ordinances and adopt the Building Codes Ordinance, being number 61.   Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
     3.   Mayor Talley presented the tax rate ordinance with State certified rate of $.35 per one-hundred dollar value and made a motion to adopt the new tax rate for the 2008 city taxes.  This will keep the tax levy amount around the same as the 2007 tax amount which had a $.48 tax rate.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
4.   Mayor Talley gave the first reading of an ordinance to close a street off Main Street that had been made for egress and ingress to adjoining properties.  In order to sell, the street has to be closed and then it will become a residential lot, again.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the first reading of the ordinance to close the street, being number 62.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

5.   Mayor Talley made a motion to accept the resolution to acquire the Copper Basin Medical Center storage building on Main Street for $32,658.00, this being the balance owed for sewer system costs loaned by the Southeast Tennessee Development District which has the authority to hold, manage, or dispose of the Ducktown Revolving Loan Fund.  This Resolution, being number 106.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  

Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

6. Commissioner Collins made a motion to appoint Everett Hardeman to the Housing Board to fill Darlene Byrd’s term.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

7. Mayor Talley made a motion to borrow $50,000.00 from the Ducktown Revolving Loan to rehab the Bradford building and the City would pay on interest only, which would be 1 ½ %.   If the building is sold, the loan amount would go back to the revolving fund.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Mayor Talley made a motion to renew the contract with the Polk County Sheriff Department for another fiscal year for $16,000.00.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.  

2.  Mayor Talley presented a letter from Bill Standridge, Chairman of the Hospital District Board, requesting $2,000.00 from the City to help finance a lawsuit against the Copper Basin Community Hospital Corporation.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to help pay the legal fees if the lawsuit is pursued.   Mayor Talley seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

3.  Mayor Talley made a motion to accept the audit contract, for the 2007-2008 fiscal year, from Mitchell Emert & Hill for $6,825.00.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

4.  There was a discussion about the city attorney and some problems getting documents completed on time in the last year or so.  Commissioners agreed to discuss further at the city’s workshop.
