AUGUST 2008 MINUTES

     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on August 7, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting opened with the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Commissioner Collins.  Roll call consisted of Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins and Commissioner Brad Miller.  Guest included the Hospital District Board, Representatives from Brim Company, and Mayor Hood of Copperhill, City Attorney, James Johnstone and Dr. William Lee.
I:   Mayor Talley made a motion to approve the minutes as distributed.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

II:  REPORTS FROM THE BOARD:

1. ARC grant and Rural Development grants have been approved, Rural Development will have control of the project, and work will be delayed until spring of 2009.

2.  Cell Tower Company has paid their first payment to the city, construction should start soon.
3. Park equipment has been installed; Tri-State EMC has installed lights with no charge on the extra pole, but will have a monthly bill.

4. The pre-construction meeting was on August 4th to discuss the Isabella/Kimsey Diary Road waterline extension.  The project will begin on August 25th and should be completed in three months, weather permitting.  This project has to be completed by February 28th in order to apply for a 2009 grant.  This will be discussed at the city workshop.

5. The Hospital building will have to be surveyed before the city can proceed with the paperwork to acquire.

6.  Commissioner Collins stated that the Copper fest details are complete.  A web-site has been set up with information.  Copperfest.com.
7. The BMX and City Park had some minor vandalism.

8. Commissioners were pleased and thankful with the crowd during the July activities.  Everybody seem to have a great time.

IV: NEW BUSINESS:

1. Mayor Talley presented three resolutions to be passed; Bradford Building Sale Resolution #107, City Surplus Item Sale Resolution #108, Sale of three city lots Resolution #109.  No City Commissioners or employees will be allowed to bid on any of the sales.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept all three resolutions, #107, #108, #109. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

2. Mayor Talley made a motion to get S&S Electrical Service to install a new switch box in the city garage for $611.84, required by the city insurance company, and to install an underground temp service line at the city park for $466.29. Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes. 
3. There was a very lengthy discussion on the hospital financial problems.  Members of the Copper Basin District Board of Trustees and representatives of Brim Healthcare discussed the financial situation of the hospital and the plan that the Brim Company would like to proceed with.  John Freeman, Regional Financial officer presented unaudited financial information on the hospital and projections for the coming year.  The company stated that they have talked with the banks and will get a line of credit for $1,400.000.00 to get the plan working.  They stated it would take at least five years for the hospital to operate on its own.  The Board is asking the city’s and the county to co-sign with the hospital district board for the line of credit.  Each city would be responsible for 25% of the debt and the county would be responsible for 50% if the plan failed.  Mayor Talley made a motion to  co-sign for the line of credit for the Copper Basin Medical Center.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes. (Agreements Attached)
4. Commissioner Collins thanked the Hospital District Board and Brim Healthcare representatives for coming and presenting the financial situation of the hospital and ask if the city could get reports.  They said the city should get quarterly reports.
