SEPTEMBER 2008 MINUTES/LOT BID OPENING

     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on September 4, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. for the city meeting and to have a bid opening to sell three city lots, with  Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting was opened by the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Bud Taylor.  Roll call consisted of Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins, and Commissioner Brad Miller.
I:   Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the previous minutes as distributed.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes and Commissioner Miller yes.

II:   REPORTS FROM THE BOARD:

1. Waterline project started on August 25th, going good.
2. Survey on the Hospital building completed and sent to Beth Jones.

3. Copperhill approved the line of credit for the Brim Company to handle the hospital finances, the county tabled the decision until they get more information, will meet on September 18th.

4. Bradford building sold to James Leonard and David Beckler, hope to open a diner in the Spring.  Closing should be soon.

5. Surplus sale brought in $735.00, one item (riding mower) did not sale due to bid being too low.

6. City received a Roadscape grant of $30,000.00 from TDOT for a beautification project at Highway 64/68 intersection.  It would be a 80/20 match.  The city will pay a $6,000.00 match.  Should start sometime in the Spring.

7. An Arts grant has been applied for through SETDD in hopes to do a city history mural on the wall on highway 68.

8. Commissioner Miller had talked to Johnny Dillard, who owns a Landscaping Business, and he suggested spraying the grass, now, where the project will start so it will become dormant and be ready to plant next Spring.
9. Commissioner Collins stated everything is on go for the copper festival on October 4th.  The Tennessee Arts Commission and Tennessee Overhill Association will give financial support by sending a check to help with paying the bands.

10. The Museum would like for the brush to be cleaned up on Burra Burra Hill, if the city could help, it would be greatly appreciated.

IV:   NEW BUSINESS:
1. Mayor Talley discussed the amendments and changes that need to be made to the 2008-09 budget General Fund Revenue and Expenditures.  The Copper Basin Utility will have to give the City $65,811.00 to pay the matching fund on the waterline project.  The ARC and USDA Grants have been combined, so the matching fund will be combined also, making the total $165,257.00.  The City has received a Roadscape grant from TDOT for $30,000.00; the city match will be $6,000.00.  Commissioner Miller made a motion to make all necessary amendments and changes to the 2008-09 budget.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes. (Budget Amendments Attached)

2. There was a discussion on the Annexation Map from the Planning Commission; the map includes lots on Highway 68 north and on Highway 64 east.  Rick Hyatt would like for his property to be included in the annexation.  This will have to be discussed with the State Official.  The Growth Plan would have to be opened, if there’s an annexation and it acquires two public hearings.   Mayor Talley made a motion to accept the map from Planning Commission, but to pursue adding the Hyatt property.   Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed. Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes. 
3. Bids were opened on the three vacant city lots;  Spruce Street-Map 115C-F-004.00, Douglas Street-Map 115C-F-025.00, West Main Street-Map 115F-A-017.00.  Two bids were received; one from H.L. Burger, lot on Spruce Street  $350.00, Douglas Street $350.00, lot on West Main Street $3,000.00.  Bid from Keith Roberson, lot on Spruce Street $1,000.00, lot on Douglas Street $1,000.00, lot on West Main $500.00.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to sell the lots on Spruce and Douglas Street to the highest bidder, Keith Roberson, but to deny both bids on West Main Street.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.(Bids Attached)
