OCTOBER 2008 MINUTES

     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on October 2, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. with Vice-Mayor, Commissioner Collins presiding, due to the absence of Mayor Talley.  The meeting was opened by the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Commissioner Collins.  Roll call consisted of Commissioner Doug Collins and Commissioner Brad Miller.

I:   Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes as distributed, seconded by Commissioner Collins.  Motion passed.  Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.   
II:   REPORTS:

1. Commissioner Collins stated that everything was on go for the copper festival on October 4th.  There will be four bands and several vendors to set up.

2. Commissioner Miller attended the ribbon cutting for the new business, Mossy Stone Garden Center.

3. Commissioner Miller stated that Johnny Dillard of Mossy Stone suggested spraying the grass now, wherever the city was going to do the TDOT Roadscape Project.  This will make the grass go dormant and not come back in the Spring.
III:   OLD BUSINESS:

1. Commissioner Miller made a motion to adopt the Borrowing Resolution, being number 110 on the city records, authorizing the city of Ducktown to execute a loan from the Ducktown Revolving Loan Fund at the Southeast Development District.
