NOVEMBER 2008 MINUTES

    The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on November 6, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting opened with the Pledge to the Flag and the Invocation by Keith Dilbeck.  Roll call consisted of  Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Doug Collins, and Commissioner Miller. 
I:   Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes as distributed.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

II:   Reports from the Board:

1. The Ducktown Revolving Loan fund sent the $50,000.00 for the rehab of the Bradford building.  City workers can start the demolition.

2. Ray Rucker gave permission to go ahead with the TDOT landscaping project on Highway 64/68.  We should receive the contract in the Spring.  Johnny Dillard with Blue Ridge Landscaping has planted to triangles on 64 for advertisement, and will be spraying the grass, now, where the 64/68 project is to be planted.

3. The city workers have been cutting a walking trail on the city property behind the Courthouse.  Glenn Springs may be able to help and possibly get a Trail grant.
4. The deed is being drawn up by the Southeast Development District on the Hospital building that the city is to acquire.

5. The city donated $150.00 to the Learning Center at Copper Basin High School for their help with the sound system at the Copper Festival.

6. The Isabella/Kimsey Dairy Road waterline project is nearing completion.  Everything went ahead of schedule.

7. Mayor Talley discussed the electricity for the Christmas lights with Keith Thomas, from Tri-State electric.  Will try to get an electrician to come look it over.      

8. Commissioner Collins stated that the Copper festival was a success.  The Main Street was closed for Halloween; probably 200 kids were out trick-or-treating.

III:   Old Business:

1. Commissioner Collins made a motion to adopt the Resolution to adopt a Plan of Services for the annexation of property by the City of Ducktown, being number 111 on city records.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.  This will become final with the final reading of the ordinance number 63, after thirty days of this date.

2. Commissioner Miller made a motion to adopt the final reading of the Annexation Ordinance number 63.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

IV:   New Business:

1. Mayor Talley stated all cities and Counties have to have an Identity Theft Policy passed by November  1, 2008, but ours will be effective November 6th.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the Resolution to adopt the Identity Theft Policy, being number 112 on city records.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

2. With the rehab project coming up, the City has to pass a Fair Housing Resolution.  Mayor Talley made a motion to adopt the Fair Housing Resolution, being number 113 on city records.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
3. Mayor Talley discussed applying for a CDBG grant possibly for sewer lines for the rest of the city and the new annexed area.  Mayor Talley made a motion to go ahead and proceed with the application.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

V:   Announcements:

1. Brian Smith stated that seven new heat and air systems have been installed at the Housing Project, and that USDA is helping with other issues.
