     The Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on January 8, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Talley presiding.  The meeting was opened by the Pledge to the Flag and Invocation by Commissioner Collins.  Roll call consisted of Mayor James Talley, Commissioner Douglas Commissioner, and Commissioner Brad Miller.

I:   Commissioner Miller made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as distributed.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
II: REPORTS FROM THE BOARD:

1. Mayor Talley discussed the sewer line extension, after talking with Chuck Hammons and Susan Goldblatt, it may not be feasible to apply for a grant for the project.  The areas that would be involved may not have enough residences to hook up.  Need to get information from residents, see if their sewer systems are failing.

2. Commissioner Collins asks about Federal money that might be available for projects.  Mayor Talley stated the money is primarily for infrastructures, which would help create jobs.  The County will not be applying for funds at this time.
III:   OLD BUSINESS:

1. There was a final reading of the Amendment Ordinance to Building Code Ordinance number 61, adding permit fees.   Commissioner Miller made a motion to adopt the amendment to the ordinance number 61.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
IV:   NEW BUSINESS:

1. Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the first reading of the Fireworks Ordinance allowing fireworks sales in the city limits, due to the annexation of Cougar Fireworks, which will be “Grandfathered” in.  This ordinance will be number 64 in the City Code book, Title 7, Chapter 4.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.

2.  The Copper Basin General Hospital District Board submitted a letter with three names to be considered for a six year term on the Board.  Mayor Talley made a motion to appoint Joan Pack to the Hospital District Board for the six-year term.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
3. There was a discussion on the employee health insurance, United Healthcare Insurance Company is raising the rates 15.05% making the monthly total go up over six-hundred dollars.  Commissioners discussed changing to a plan with a higher deductible.  This will still be a 9.31% raise monthly.  Mayor Talley made a motion to change to alternate 6 under United Healthcare plans.  The monthly total will be $3,678.20 for four employees.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
4. There have been two estimates to do the outlets on the poles for the Christmas decorations.  One from S& S Electrical Service, Scott Satterfield for $5,226.36, and the other one from Peter’s Electric Service for $7,200.00.  Mayor Talley made a motion to accept the estimate from S&S Electrical Service.  Commissioner Miller made the second.  Motion passed.  Mayor Talley yes, Commissioner Collins yes, Commissioner Miller yes.
5. Commissioners discussed letting Harold Self get pine straw off of city property, the 290 acres behind the courthouse.  Commissioners were concerned it might cause erosion and cause problems for the wildlife in the area.  Mayor Talley talked with Warren Nevad, MTAS consultant.  He stated that the city would have to advertise 2 weeks, get proposals.  No decision at this time, more information needed.
6. Mayor Talley said TDOT needed information from business owners or residents that would help with the Corridor K project.  They are forming a Citizen Resource Team to gather information about Highway 64, who has to travel everyday, how it effects businesses in the area.

7. There were reports from some citizens about dogs running loose in the city, being a nuisance; Mayor suggested getting the deputies to at least go to the complainers’ house to look for the dog, since we do have a ordinance against dogs running loose.

8. Commissioner Collins stated that some street lights at the Hoist house and Boy Scout House need to be repaired.
